WHEREAS, bicycle commuting is an effective means to improve air quality, reduce traffic congestion and 

noise, increase physical activity, as well as conserve energy;  

 

WHEREAS, bicycling is part of the solution for addressing transportation needs, limiting climate change, 

conserving energy, and improving public health; and 

 

WHEREAS, bicycle commuting can help us achieve the Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006, which 

requires California to reduce our greenhouse gas emissions 30 percent by 2020, and by 80 percent by 

2050; 

 

WHEREAS, bicycle commuting benefits both employees and employers through better employee health 

and fitness; reduced commuting, parking, and health care costs; lower employee absenteeism and 

turnover; and increased employee productivity; 

 

WHEREAS, increasing numbers of businesses have installed bicycle parking and other facilities to help 

employees and customers commute by bicycle;  

 

WHEREAS, the City of Ferndale is home to the Tour of the Unknown Coast, which is known as the 

toughest century in California; and
