DRAFT Minutes for City Council Meeting of June 18, 2015

Mayor Don Hindley called the Regular City Council Meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Those present
did the flag salute. Present were Mayor Hindley, Vice Mayor Mierzwa, Council Members Doug
Brower, Michael Sweeney and Daniel Brown along with staff City Manager Jay Parrish, City
Clerk Jennifer Church, City Engineer Yoash Tilles and Police Chief Bret Smith.

Ceremonial: None

Modifications to the Agenda: None

Report out of Study Session: None

Public Comment: Member of the public Sue Brower commented that the playground is
completed. She thanked the Council. She questioned when the permanent fix would be
installed. Mayor Hindley responded that the chips are the permanent fix.

Consent Calendar: There were three items on the Consent Calendar for approval. No comments
from the Council or the Public. MOTION: to approve consent calendar. (Sweeney/Mierzwa)
Unanimous.

Business:

Consider Appointment of Member to Serve on Design Review Committee: Councilman Brown
commented that Mr. Farley is certainly qualified for the position. Mr. Farley was not in
attendance due to being out of town. He let the City Manager know ahead of time he would not
make it to the meeting. MOTION: Appoint Jeff Farley to Design Review. (Brower/Brown).
Unanimous

Authorize the City Manager to Negotiate an MOU with FSRA: The City manager stated that he
has been in discussion with the FSRA, Rotary and Ferndale Fire Department regarding interest in
leasing the Community Center and taking on rental responsibility. While the Rotary and Fire
Department are in interested in what becomes of the Community Center, they both felt FSRA
was the better fit. They both had concerns of their ability to commit volunteer commitment with
their busy schedules. Staff Recommends the City Manager negotiate with FSRA. MOTION: to
authorize the City Manager to negotiate an MOU with FSRA for the lease of the Community
Center. (Sweeney/Mierzwa). Unanimous

PG&E Undergrounding Update: The City Manager and the Mayor met with representatives of
PG&E and Frontier. The group identified the districts that the City should have enough money
to go underground with its available credits assuming that the County contributes credits to
complete the project. Mayor Hindley added that the undergrounding goes down the side streets
at least one pole as well. According to the City Manager, the City will have to coordinate with
CalTrans when scheduling this project. Negotiations will have to be made with homeowners
regarding where transformers will go. Attorney Tom Herman addressed the Council
representing Mr. Willis Hadley. He stated that they appreciate the work done so far in this
process, but feels the City should focus on Main Street from Shaw to Herbert. This is where
most traffic is for locals and tourists. They feel that while the Christmas tree lighting is good,
it’s only once a year and that Francis has less traffic. Members of the public supported both
recommendations. Councilman Sweeney asked where Frontier was at with a decision. City
Manager doesn’t recall them saying specifically if they will participate or not, but that they will
have to make a business decision. Mayor Hindley added that Frontier was positive on the
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concept and project. Mayor Hindley asked if the letter to the Board of Supervisors needs to
identify the districts chosen. City Manager thinks so but said he could try and get creative and
focus on the commitment requested. He will find out what is needed prior to submitting the
letter. Councilman Brown would like to move forward because other cities are trying to get
these credits. MOTION: to direct City Manager to write a letter to the Board of Supervisors
asking for Rule 20A credits to help the City of Ferndale complete our project, and identifying the
Undergrounding Districts. (Mierzwa/Brown). Unanimous

Craig Street Alley Update: The Building Inspector delivered a letter to property owner on Craig
Street with gates across the alley. No answer at the door. Gates still up and there is fresh hay,
goats and chickens. According to City ordinance, there are more animals than allowed based on
property size. Mayor Hindley suggested sending a certified letter as a next step. City Manager
discussed vacating the alley. There are different ways to do so. It would behoove the City to
remove the dead trees that were poisoned by an unidentified person. Vacating the alley needs to
go to the Planning Commission first. Councilman Brown declared his disgust at the thought of
someone doing this to the trees. He is disappointed to see that in Ferndale. The City is now
liable for those trees. City Manager clarified that there is at least one large tree that is dying
among other smaller dying trees. He could see the removal of these trees costing upwards of $2-
3,000. Councilman Sweeney wondered if keeping the alley as a buffer between the 2 neighbors
who have a past of disagreement. Councilman Mierzwa offered that to cover the City, they
consider having someone come look for nests because it could be a violation if the trees are
taken down before August 15. NO ACTION. Staff directed to come up with a
recommendation and bring it back to the Council.

Ordinance No. 2015-01 Amending Francis Creek Maintenance Ordinance No. 97-02: This is an
annual walk that the City participates in, though the homeowners are responsible for the actual
cleanup. This year, Corp of Engineers, Fish and Wildlife and Regional Water will do the initial
walkthrough as well to determine how they look at the 401, 404 and 1600 permits. Councilman
Sweeney pointed out two places where he suggested the word “destroyed” be removed to keep
the Ordinance consistent. The question came up at the May 21 Council meeting regarding
insurance coverage for the volunteers. City Manager said he will put a letter together to send to
homeowners to sign stating that they need to get insurance coverage for the volunteers helping to
clean up their property. Councilman Brower stated that the volunteer group met and discussed
Mr. Hooley going to Becker’s Insurance about the group getting a policy for itself. MOTION:
to approve 1% reading of Ordinance No. 2015-01 amending the Francis Creek Maintenance
Ordinance No. 97-02 with suggested changes. (Sweeney/Brower). Unanimous

Update on Francis Creek Bridge: According to Councilman Brower, the ad hoc committee was
unable to meet as expected since the last Council meeting. They hope to meet and have an
update for the July 16 Council meeting. NO ACTION

Vacation Rentals Discussion: The City Manager reminded the Council that in 2007, the Council
discussed the vacation rental market in Ferndale at that time. There was some concern raised
that at some point there may be too many and that it could become like Trinidad. He noted that
in the ordinance, there are minimum stay requirements for vacation rentals. He would like these
added to the application so that homeowners are aware of this. Currently a vacation rental
requires a use permit which is tied to the property, not the applicant. City Manager asked if the
ordinance should be changed to require a conditional use permit that would expire when the
property is sold or changes ownership. Planning Commission Chair, Jorgen von Frausing-Borch
added that he would like to see language defined now that really defines vacation rentals and the
requirements before the City gets more applications. Councilman Mierzwa suggested that the
Planning Commission should take a look at this situation and come back to Council with some
recommendations. He is glad that this was brought to the attention of the Council now and
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would like to see the City stay in front of it before it becomes a crisis. Councilman Brown
suggested requiring professional property management for the vacation rentals. NO ACTION

Information on $39,000 WWTP Fine: City Manager mentioned that this is a fine from 2005.
The City paid $39,000 in 2013 as the first half of the fine. The City Auditor put in the remaining
$39,000 as a AP expenditure for 2014/15 budget. Funds are sent directly to RCD and is put
towards the Salt River Restoration Project. NO MOTION

Resolution No. 2015-17 Adopting FY15-16 Fees & Fines Schedule: City Manager addressed the
Council that the City looks at its fees and fines each year. For the fiscal year 2015-16, the City
Clerk looked at other like-sized cities to make sure that Ferndale was charging similar fees for
similar services. A few adjustments were made. Councilman Brower asked the Clerk about the
$375 fee for City Hall weekend rental and what the cost used to be. Clerk responded that this is
a new fee. Increasing requests have come in to rent the Hall for the whole weekend as opposed
to just one day. This was added to accommodate those requests and offer that option to the
public. MOTION: to adopt Resolution No. 2015-17 adopting FY15-16 Fees & Fines schedule
as presented. (Sweeney/Brown). Unanimous

Adopt ADA Complaint Procedure: As reported by the City Engineer, Yoash Tilles, this is not
required of the City due to an exemption of having less than 50 employees, but it is
recommended by CalTrans to have it in place. It offers a procedure to follow if an ADA
complaint were to be reported. No comments from the public or the Council. MOTION: to
approve ADA complaint procedures. (Mierzwa/Brown). Unanimous

Comments from the Council: Councilman Brown stated that he would like to get monthly
updates on the Nilsen Barn. Councilman Brower wanted to thank the Chief for educating the
schools on helmet and bike safety. Mayor Hindley announced that the City found a possible
source for a grant to add more of this type of education to the schools.

Correspondence: Councilman Brown questioned the water restrictions from Del Oro. He hadn’t
seen this before. City Manager told him it came out with May water bills. Mayor Hindley thinks
they’ve inadvertently lumped Ferndale in with the bigger Cities they service. The numbers they
identify for target cubic feet used are larger than the amount he’s consumed. Councilman
Sweeney questioned if it would be worth the effort to see if they would take the time to separate
Ferndale out. Mayor Hindley added that he thought Cities of less than 1500 were exempt from
drought rules. He directed staff to contact Del Oro and find out how Ferndale can get out of
these restrictions or what we need to do to be separated from the larger Cities.

Reports: City Manager announced that the permits for the ditches and creek are on track to be
completed by August 1%

Mayor Hindley adjourned the meeting at 8:56 pm.

| AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 97-02 REQUIRING THE MAINTENANCE OF
FRANCIS CREEK, FRANCIS CREEK BANK AND THE REMOVAL OF
TREES, BRUSH, RUBBISH AND DEBRIS FROM FRANCIS CREEK
AND PROHIBITING THE INTRODUCTION INTO FRANCIS
CREEK OF DEBRIS, RUBBISH AND OTHER UNWANTED MATERIAL

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FERNDALE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Definitions

The following words and phrases, whenever used in this Ordinance shall be construed as
defined in this section:

(a) “Brush” included any of the following:

1. Herbaceous Vegetation

| 2:3. Any brush (or weeds) which attain such large growth as to become an
impediment to flow of water within the Francis Creek channel.

| 3-4. Brush which is otherwise noxious or dangerous.

| 4.5. Poison oak and poison ivy when conditions are such as to constitute a
menace to public health.

| 5-6. Brush, litter or other material which endangers the public safety by
creating blockage of the Francis Creek channel.

(b) “Rubbish” means waste matter, litter, trash, refuse, debris, dirt, silt, grass clippings, dry
grass, dead trees, tin cans, paper and waste material of every kind or other object or
condition which may become a menace to the adequate flow of the Francis Creek
channel.

(c) “Trees” means a large woody perennial plant, with a main trunk and many branches,

that is growing on the bank or in the channel of Francis Creek or in close proximity for
Francis Creek to affect the stream fish environment or water flow through the channel.

Section 2. Brush, Rubbish and Debris, a Public Nuisance
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The Council does hereby declare that all trees, brush, rubbish and debris in Francis Creek
channel causing impediment of the adequate flow of water in the Francis Creek Channel are
public nuisances.

Section 3. Maintenance of Francis Creek & Francis Creek Bank

1. The City of Ferndale is an authorized agent for the California Department of Fish and
Game-Wildlife for approval of work in Francis Creek of a limited scope. All persons shall
obtain apermitpermission from City of Ferndale before conducting any work in Francis
Creek. If the project exceeds the scope of work the City of Ferndale is authorized to
approve, i.e. substantial stream alterations, sediment removal, or operations of heavy
equipment in the stream, City of Ferndale will notify the Department of Fish and Game
pursuant to Sec. 1603; of the Fish and Game Code, in no case will work be done in
Francis Creek without the City of Ferndale authorization.

2. The following work conditions apply to the proposed stream channel maintenance of
Francis Creek for the purpose of reducing flooding and stream bank erosion. The area of
operations shall be confined to the section of stream shown in attached property/
landowner descriptions and responsibility of the operations and compliance with this
agreement shall be with the individual landowners or their agents. All work in and

around the stream may-should be en-a-yrearround-basisauthorized by the City.

3. Theresponsible party, land/property owner acknewledges-is aware the fishery and
wildlife resource values of Francis Creek and the need for their protection. The intent of
this Ordinance is to allow for limited removal of vegetation and stream debris to reduce
flooding and bank erosion, while also maintaining substantial amounts of large woody
debris in the low flow channel to provide for fish habitat.

4. The operator/owner may remove loese-herbacecusvegetationbrush, fallen trees and
branches from the bed of the stream that are creating flow impediments or causing bank
erosion. This work shall be done by hand, or with equipment positioned on the bank or dry
gravel bars and not in the flowing stream. Any stumps or logs that are creating flow restrictions
but are keyed into the bank or bed of the stream shall not be pulled out, but may be cut off with
a saw and the loose parts removed.

5. Trees and vegetation on the banks of the stream may be pruned to allow a free-flowing
channel, as shown in example | and Il, attached to this Ordinance.
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%6. If operations require moving of equipment across a flowing stream, such
operations shall be conducted without substantially increasing stream turbidity. Prior to
making repeated crossings, the operator shall notify the City of Ferndale. The City will
examine the project area and notify the Department of Fish and Game pursuant to sec
1603, Fish and Game Code.

8.7. Structures and associated materials not designated to withstand high seasonal
flows shall be removed to areas above the high water mark before such flows occur.

9.8. When operations are complete, any excess materials or debris shall be removed
from the work area. No open piles of rubbish shall be deposited on unfenced property
within 20.0 feet of the top of the bank of Francis Creek.

Section 4. Removal of Ferns, Brush, Rubbish and Debris

It shall be unlawful for any person inthe-City-of Ferndale-to cause or permit or to place
any brush, rubbish, debris, soil, silt, sand, bark, slash, cement or concrete washings, oil or
petroleum products, or other organic or earthen material from any logging, construction, or
associated activity of whatever nature shall be allowed to enter into or be placed where it may
be washed by rainfall or runoff into Francis Creek and other waters of the State. It shall be the
duty of any person to remove (or destroy) such brush, rubbish or debris.

Section 5. Notice to Remove or-Destroy-Trees, Brush, Rubbish and Debris

In the event the person or persons owning, occupying, renting, managing, or controlling
any real property in the City shall fail to remove from Francis Creek channel and from the
portions of adjoining property all brush, rubbish and debris in accordance with the provisions of
this Ordinance, it shall be the duty of the City Manager to notify such person or persons to
remove the same. Such notice shall be in writing and shall be deposited in the United States
Post Office of Ferndale, California, with postage thereon prepaid and addressed to such owner
as his last known place of address shown on the assessment roll of Humboldt County, and if no
such address is there shown or is known, then to General Delivery, Ferndale. If such real
property is occupied and the mailing address thereof is different from that of the owner as
shown on the assessment roll, then an additional copy shall be similarly mailed to the occupant
of such property at the mailing address thereof. Such notice shall contain a description of said
property, which description may be the number of the lot and block and the name of the map,
tract or subdivision in which said real property lies, or may be the street and number thereof,
or may be any other description which the said property may be reasonable and readily
identified. One or more lots or blocks of land may be described in one and the same statement
or notice.

Section 6. Account and Report of Cost
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The Public Works Director shall keep an account of the cost to the City to destrey-or
remove brush, rubbish or debris, as aforesaid, for each separate lot or parcel of land and the
portions of property adjoining the same and shall embody such account in a report and
assessment list to the City Council, which report shall be filed with the City Clerk. Such report
shall refer to each separate lot or parcel of land by sufficient description reasonably to identify
the same, together with the expense proposed to be assessed against it.

Section 7. Notice of Report and Hearing

The City Clerk shall post a copy of such report and assessment list on or near the door of
the Council Chamber in City Hall, together with the notice of the filing thereof and of the time
and place when and where it will be submitted to the City Council for hearing and confirmation.
The posting shall be for at least five (5) days prior to submission of the report to the City
Council. The City Clerk shall mail to the persons and in the manner prescribed in Section 4
hereof, a notice substantially in the following form:

NOTICE OF HEARING THEREON

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that pursuant to the provisions of Ordinance No. 97-02 of the City of
Ferndale, the Public Works Director has destreyed-erremoved brush, rubbish and debris from
the real property owned, occupied, rented, managed or controlled by you and from the
portions of Francis Creek adjoining the same, which real property is described as follows:

FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on the day of , at the hour
of , in the Council Chamber, City Hall, Ferndale, California, the report of the

Public Works Director on the cost of destruction-erremoval of brush, rubbish and debris and
the assessment list thereof will be presented to the City Council for consideration, correction,
and confirmation and that at said time and place any and all persons interested in or having any
objections to said report or lost of proposed assessments, or to any matter or thing contained
herein, may appear and be heard. The failure to make any objection to said report and list shall
be deemed a waiver of the same.

Upon confirmation of said assessment by the City Council, the amount thereof will be payable.
In the event the same is not paid on or before the *-30th day of August-November following
the aforesaid hearing, said assessment will be added to the tax bill for said property and
thereafter shall become a lien on said property.

Section 8. Hearing and Confirmation

At the time and place fixed for receiving and considering the report, the City Council shall hear
the same, together with any protests or objections which may be raised by any interested
person. Upon such hearing, the Council shall make correction or modifications in any proposed
assessment which it may deem to be excessive or otherwise incorrect after which such
assessments shall be confirmed by motion or resolution of the Council and the amount thereof
shall constitute a lien of property assessed until paid. The confirmation of assessment by the
Council shall be final and conclusive.

Section 9. Assessment to be Added to Tax Bill

After confirmation of the assessment, a certified copy of the assessment report shall be filed
with the County Auditor on or before Augu&t—}gthDecember 31st. The description of the parcels
reported shall be those used for the same parcels on the County Assessor’s map books for the
current year. The County Auditor shall enter each assessment on the County tax roll opposite
the parcel of land, and shall add the amount of the assessment to the next regular bill levied
against the parcel for municipal purposes.

Section 10. Cost Assessment, Collection, Delinquency

The amount of the assessment shall be collected at the time and in the manner of ordinary
municipal taxes. If delinquent, the amount is subject to the same penalties and procedure of
foreclosure and sale provided for ordinary municipal taxes. If the County assesses and collects
taxes for the City, the laws relating to the levy, collection and enforcement of the County taxe3s
apply to such special assessment taxes.

Section 11.  Priority of Assessment Lien

The lien of the assessment made pursuant to this Ordinance shall have the priority of the taxes
with which it is collected.

Section12. Payment to the City Clerk

The City Clerk may receive the amount due on the abatement cost and issue receipts at any
time after the confirmation of the assessment report and until Augusté*November 30th
following the confirmation of the report.

Section 13. Refunds

The Council may order refunded all or part of an assessment paid pursuant to this Ordinance if
it finds that all or part of the assessment has been erroneously levied. An assessment or part
shall not be refunded unless a claim is filed with the City Clerk on or before Nevember //{ Formatted: Font color: Red
December 31;“, after the assessment became due and payable. The claim shall be verified by
the person who paid the assessment, or his guardian, executor or administrator.

Section 14. Penal Provisions

Any person violating any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and shall be punishable therefor by a fine of not more than Five Hundred and no/100 Dollars
($500.00), or by imprisonment in the County jail for a period of not more than six (6) months, or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

RECOMMENDATION

Approve Resolution No. 2015-20 A Resolution of the City of Ferndale Designating Underground
Utility Districts C and D. These districts will include a section on Francis Street as well as a
section on Main Street which includes the Herbert to Shaw section.

DISCUSSION:

As reported at the February 5 and March 19, 2015 meetings, City Manager Parrish has had
discussions and meetings with Frontier and Suddenlink to discuss the City’s options for laying
their lines in the trenches while PG&E is working on this project. The City has expressed to both
Suddenlink and Frontier its desire to accomplish the undergrounding project. On June 2, 2015,
Lizette and one other representative of PG&E met with the City Manager, the Mayor, and two
representatives of Frontier to visit the three proposed project areas. Suddenlink was unable to
attend, but has indicated that they are amicable to working with the City on this project,
although it all depends on the funding requirements. They understand that the City has to
choose a district before they can do their estimate of individual costs and determine their
position on participation.

At the June 18, 2015 City Council meeting, City Manager was authorized to write a letter to the
County Board of Supervisors asking for some of the County’s rule 20a credits to make
Ferndale’s project whole. Before the Supervisors will consider the City’s request, the Council
must adopt a resolution designating the undergrounding district, which has been drafted and is
included for approval from the Council.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
No budgetary financial impact to City, however the project will use Rule 20a monies from

PG&E, which amount to about $500,000 and the County Board of Supervisors will be asked to
contribute some of their credits to make the project whole.

Subject: Underground Utility Rule 20A Funding Request
Mr. Mattson,

As you know, the City of Ferndale is currently working with PGE on a Rule 20A Undergrounding
Utilities Project for Main Street from Herbert Street to Shaw Avenue and most of Francis Street
from approximately Eugene Street to the end of the Francis Street. PG&E has estimated a figure of
$2,920,000 to accomplish the project. The City will donate its $523,000 Rule 20a credits. The
estimate includes approximately 5,251° of main trenching, 2,189’ of service laterals, and 42 panel
conversions.

The City has passed a resolution to establish the Undergrounding Utility Districts, and is in the
process of notifying the property owners as well as providing public hearings dictated by the
City’s Municipal Code. The project has been well received and will provide an entrance to the
City with a much greater length of unsightly overhead wires, will include removal of poles from
the sidewalk allowing for a clear path of travel for pedestrians, and will help meet ADA standards.

We respectfully request that the County Board of Supervisors allocate to the City of Ferndale the
difference between the estimate provided by PGE, and the City’s available work credits from the
County’s Rule 20A work credit funds.

Summary
On June 1, 2015, Pacific Gas and Electric (PG&E) Company filed an application with the California Public Utilities

Commission (CPUC) requesting approval for the forecasted funding required in 2016 to obtain electricity on behalf of its
customers. In addition, PG&E also requests approval of forecasted revenues from the sale of emissions allowances
associated with California’s Greenhouse Gas (GHG) reduction program. This application is referred to as the 2016 Energy
Resource Recovery Account and Generation Non-bypassable Charges Forecast and Greenhouse Gas Forecast Revenue

and Reconciliation (Application 15-06-001). If approved, this application will change electrical rates and customers' electric
bills effective January 2016. PG&E's application primarily includes requests for approval of:

1. The forecasted recovery of $4.77 billion in electricity costs. These costs are associated with the fuel needed to produce
electricity as well as the costs of buying electricity from third parties, such as renewable energy producers

2. The forecast spending of $0.8 million for administrative and outreach expenses associated with California’s GHG

reduction program

3. The return of $311 million to eligible customers from the sale of emissions allowances

The use of all funds collected and the exact amounts of returned revenues from the GHG program may change and are
subject to CPUC regulatory approval.

About the filing

The CPUC regulates and oversees all requests for any rate changes. PG&E would not profit from any of the requests in
this application. The cost of energy is passed directly to PG&E'’s customers without any markup. If the CPUC approves the
application, PG&E will begin to recover its costs in electric rates, effective January 1, 2016. At the same time, PG&E will

apply eligible GHG allowance revenue to rates because PG&E is required to pass the revenue received from the sale of
allowances on to its customers. This is done through rates and with California Climate Credits. The revenue will be returned
to PG&E's residential, small business customers and some industrial customers, based on legislative and CPUC
determined methods. The GHG allowance revenue bill credits reduce the electric rate impacts of the GHG costs. At the end
of 20186, to ensure all funds are used on the customers’ behalf, PG&E will compare the actual costs to produce and
purchase energy against revenues collected from customers and will incorporate any differences in next year's application.

How will PG&E’s application affect me?
PG&E’s request would result in a rate decrease for most customers. Altogether, PG&E proposes to reduce revenues

collected from bundled service customers, those who receive electrical production, as well as transmission and distribution
service from PG&E, by $322 million.

A table presenting a more illustrative description of the impact of this application was included in a bill insert announcing
this filing that was sent directly to customers in the June 2015 billing cycle.

PG&E estimates that a typical residential customer using 500 kWh per month would see no change in the average
bill of $89.30. Individual customers’ bill will differ. Eligible residential customers will receive a California Climate Credit
twice a year in April and October on their electricity bills of approximately $20.94.

How will PG&E’s application affect non-bundled customers?

Direct Access (DA) and Community Choice Aggregation (CCA) customers only receive electric transmission and
distribution service from PG&E. Since PG&E does not obtain energy for these customers, PG&E'’s application addresses

the cost responsibility of DA customers and CCA customers that purchase electricity from another provider but transport it
through PG&E's electrical system. Eligible DA and CCA customers will receive GHG revenues. The net impact of PG&E’s

application on DA and CCA customers is $63 million, or an average increase of 6.9 percent.

Another category of non-bundled customers is Departing Load (DL) customers. These customers do not receive electric
generation, transmission or distribution services from PG&E for their departing load. However, like DA and CCA customers,
they are required to pay certain non-bypassable charges as required by law or Commission decision. The net impact on DL

customers is -$0.4 million, or an average decrease of 1.4 percent.

Summary

On May 28, 2015, Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) filed an application with the California Public Utilities
Commission (CPUC) for approval to increase rates for the recovery of expenses recorded in the electric Catastrophic Event
Memorandum Account (CEMA). The 2015 CEMA Application seeks recovery of $26.6 million in expenses incurred in 2014
to comply with directives by California Governor Jerry Brown and the CPUC.

Background

On June 12, 2014, the CPUC approved Resolution ESRB-4 (the Resolution). This Resolution is in accordance with
Governor Brown’s drought State of Emergency proclamation. PG&E has an ongoing vegetation management program to
ensure the safety of its electric distribution system. The Resolution ordered PG&E to take additional measures to reduce
the likelihood of fires associated with drought-stricken vegetation near PG&E's electric distribution facilities. In 2014 PG&E
introduced several programs to help reduce the risk of fire ignition from its electric distribution facilities or from drought-
stricken vegetation damaging facilities, including:

* Additional inspections of its electric distribution facilities in high fire risk areas
* Funding California Fire Safe Councils’ fire fuel reduction programs
* Installation of lookout cameras in forested areas crossed by PG&E’s electric distribution facilities

California state law allows PG&E to record expenses to the CEMA for complying with state and federal orders associated
with declared emergencies. This application will be examined by the CPUC to determine if costs are reasonable and
eligible for recovery from customers before any rate increase will be approved. PG&E will continue to undertake additional
drought fire risk mitigation activities to ensure continued safety and electric reliability for communities we serve as long as
the drought persists.

How will PG&E’s application affect me?

If approved, this application would result in a rate increase that would start at the next electric rate change following a final
decision in this proceeding. A table presenting a more illustrative description of the impact of this application was included
in a bill insert announcing this filing that was sent directly to customers in June 2015,

If the application is approved, PG&E estimates that a typical residential customer using 500 kWh per month would
see an average bill increase of $0.23 (or 0.3 percent), from $89.30 to $89.53. Individual customers' bills will differ. The
CPUC regulates and oversees all requests for any rate changes.

How will PG&E’s application affect non-bundled customers?

Direct Access (DA) and Community Choice Aggregation (CCA) customers receive electric transmission and distribution
service from PG&E. Since PG&E does not buy energy for these customers, this application only seeks recovery of electric
distribution expenses. DA and CCA customers are responsible for a portion of the costs so the net impact of this application
on DA and CCA customers is an increase of approximately $2 million, or an average increase of 0.01 percent.

Another category of non-bundled customers are Departing Load customers. These customers do not receive electric
generation, transmission or distribution services from PG&E for their departing load; however, they are required to pay
certain non-bypassable charges. The net impact on Departing Load customers is a decrease of approximately $3,000, or
an average decrease of 0.01 percent.

The Salt River Restoration Project and Ambrosini lane flooding are common topics. | have
been given the task of inviting Electives and Agency representatives that have helped us with the
Salt River Restoration Project to our October 24™ public event that is intended to educate and
inform the community all about our restoration project. We intend to have a power point
presentation as well as stations manned by agency representatives, such as CCC, Cal-fire,
Department of Fish and Wildlife, Corp of Engineers, Regional Water Quality Control Board, and
the California Coastal Commission to name a few. We will also have the Coastal Conservancy and
many construction, engineering, and hydrology firms to help us celebrate the project being over
half way accomplished. We will be planning to have tours of the project with small shuttle buses
to help move people from various sites. The main event site will be the Community Center.

e Discussions with Gerald Silva regarding Russ Park LLA agreement. We are presently waiting for the
Silva’s to initiate a meeting with Russ Park committee before we can move forward.

e Salt River Update: The contract for this year's work was awarded to Hanford ARC as the lowest,
responsive, responsible bidder. We are finalizing contracts and bonds this week and they expect
to begin mobilizing sometime this week and next and then get to work moving dirt.

The RCD will need to coordinate with the City and the County around the work to be done
regarding the bridge replacement on Port Kenyon and relocating the city sewer main. The RCD is
coordinating with City and County as to this replacement.

e Port Kenyon Bridge/Culvert replacement project: the County is in the process of awarding the
bid to lowest responsive bidder and starting that project this construction season.

e Regular conversations and meetings with County Supervisor Bohn regarding common issues. Rex
continues to work hard for our area. Most conversations revolve around drainage and flooding
issues. He will be helping with the barbeque during the Watershed event in October.

e Numerous meetings with individual councilmen and the mayor regarding City issues.

e C(altrans is staining sidewalks through Main Street to better match existing sidewalks. They do not
believe they will have much of the mixture left, however they gave me the product information
and the vendor. | have ordered some of the mix for a citizen volunteer group to use on a list of
areas.

e Several communications with Lizette of PG&E regarding a meeting she set up with Frontier and
Suddenlink to explore an onsite fieldtrip to what interaction, participation and potential cost
estimates may be involved in the alternative districts. The council needs this information before
it can choose which alternative or alternatives it might desire to ask the county to help us fund
with PG&E credits under the Rule 20a program. This program uses moneys set aside for
undergrounding projects throughout California and are reserved for cities and counties. The
Mayor and | walked the alternative areas and it seemed apparent that Francis Street and
Herbert Street to Shaw might be the soundest districts to promote. The credits available might
be enough to do Shaw to Herbert, but we will probably ask the BOS to provide enough to
complete the project and if necessary cut back on the length of the project, such as Shaw to
Fern. The Public Works director needs to have the council do a resolution to before it considers
our request, so we are once again putting this in front of the council to approve of the resolution
so we can complete the council’s desire to request credits from the county’s rule 20a program.

e Many conversations and discussions with our engineer and planner to move the 1600 application
forward in our effort to remove vegetation from Francis Creek. DF&W’s application is almost
complete and Corp of Engineers and Regional Water Quality Control Board are also requiring a
401 and a 404 permit to complete our requirements. We are still waiting on the Corp and

2
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Regional to decide on whether a notice of exemption is acceptable. On July 7" the City will walk
the creek and mark debris and vegetation that need to be removed. Besides some
representatives from the Community volunteer group, we will have Representation from DF&W,
Corp of Engineers, Regional Water Quality Control Board, Public Works, and Enterprise.

Met with Emergency Committee and continue to meet with the Ferndale Fire Department, OES,
and the Mayor. We are having monthly meetings and these will eventually develop into drills
and public meetings to help better prepare for emergency events like flooding, fires and
earthquakes. The staff continues to develop a handbook to help employees and elected officials
understand their roles and responsibilities before, during, and after disaster events. We will also
be requiring some employees to go through training programs to better facilitate those roles
and responsibilities.

Exploring the wastewater facility processes to try and minimize the amount of time we run our
facility during peak use time. The utility company charges us different costs depending on time
of day. We are putting together a daily, monthly, and yearly program that will attempt to avoid
from 12:00-6:00 pm as much as possible while still trying to maintain sufficient quality effluent.
We believe that there should be savings in this strategy. We are working with PG&E, Redwood
Coast Energy Authority and our own staff to analyze and test these ideas.

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Wastewater Treatment Wetland Monitoring and Maintenance

0 The City Engineer and Planning Staff (Planwest) are working towards performing the wetland
mitigation survey and completing the monitoring report for the third year.

0 Background Information: In 2011, the City of Ferndale upgraded their Wastewater Treatment
Facility (WWTF) to include a wetland. In order to offset the impacts of this wetland, an additional
seasonal wetland was established and completed in January of 2012. Monitoring of the mitigation
area began the following year in May and the results are being used to determine the wetland’s
success as well as any corrective measures that may need to be implemented. A year one report of
the success of mitigation was produced in 2013. The following year, trees were replanted along the
wetland buffer and no report was prepared. The year 3 monitoring report will summarize and assess
the results of the replanting activities of year 2 as well as summarize the results of the year 3 survey.

PROP 84 Flood Management Plan

0 OnJune 25th and 26th, 2015, the City of Ferndale Flood Management Plan was not selected by the
Technical Peer Review Committee (TPRC) to be on the project priority recommendation list for
PROP 84 funding.

0 Background Information: May 28" 2015, the City Engineer submitted an application to the North
Coast Resource Partnership for funding through PROP 84 for a Flood Management Plan. This
proposed Flood Management Plan included updating the City’s 2004 Drainage Master Plan, which
would have encompassed a feasibility study to assess and determine the most suitable engineered
solutions to reduce sedimentation and flooding problems.

Pedestrian Safety Assessments

0 OnlJune 20", 2015, the City Engineer submitted to the Humboldt County Association of
Governments (HCAOG) billing invoices for reimbursement for a total of $7,475.50 for work done
from September 18", 2013 through May 31, 2015 for the Project Study Report 2 for City of
Ferndale Pedestrian Accessibility Study.

0 Background Information: The City Engineer worked on a Pedestrian Safety Assessment (PSA)
funded by HCAOG in order to identify pedestrian safety issues and provide options for
addressing these issues. The City’s PSA provides recommendations that support walking and
enhancing nearby pedestrian walking routes to connect to Main Street and other important
places such as Ferndale Elementary School, High School and Firemen’s Park.

Francis Creek Annual Clean-Up Timeline: City Manager Parrish reported that due to the change of having
access to Francis Creek being August 1%, the city will have to change the timeline it uses for the annual
Francis Creek Clean-up. These changes will consist of June 15 the city will publicly notice that Public
Works Crew will be walking the creek the first week in July. Notices will be sent to Property Owners after
July 15" of results. August 1-30 property owners and volunteer groups remove debris. September 1%,
Public Works crew re-walks creek. If property owners have not complied, a second notice will be sent
out. The second Notice will give property owners two weeks to correct the problem or debris will be
removed by Public Works at owner’s expense. September 15" Public Works Crew will recheck problem
areas and remove debris and city will bill the owner. City may be able to do a tax lien for property owners
that have not complied with the debris removal. MOTION, to make a recommendation to City Council to
change the current Annual Francis Creek Timeline. (Stephens/Hooley) UNANIMOUS

Update on 1600 LSA Permit: City Manager Parrish reported that the permit has passed through
Department of Fish and Wildlife. DF&W handed permit off to Army Corps of Engineers and Regional
Water Quality Control Board. Corp of Engineers stated we will need to obtain a 401 Certification and 404
permit as well. The cost for the 401 Certification is $600.00. It is unknown what the cost will be for the
404. All permits will be 5 years, with the possibility of a 5 year extension.

Update on Proposed Roadside Ditch Activities (5C Waiver): City Manager Parrish reported that the 5C
Waiver was almost complete. Approximately 85% of the ditches a 1600 permit was not needed. The
other 15% will need a 1600 permit, 401 Certification and 404 permit. Public Works will have all of the
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ditches mapped out and will be able to show you a monthly progression of what we will be cleaning up
each month. Public Works will put together a maintenance schedule in a prioritized way. The other 15%
of ditches that will need permitting will have to be looked at to determine if there’s a necessity for
equipment and make it a project. We will have public works at the next meeting with a tentative
schedule.
